JESUS AND WOMEN

How did Jesus interact with women?  How did He communicate with them?

MARK 5:34 Jesus said to the sick woman: “Daughter, your faith has healed you.  Go in peace and be freed from your suffering.”
In this passage of Scripture Jesus was on a mission.  Jairus came to Him to heal his little daughter.  They were on the way to his house when a woman abruptly interrupted Jesus’ plan.  Her need temporarily stopped Him from accomplishing His job.  He wasn’t angry with her.  He didn’t tell her off or put her in her place.  He didn’t put her off with excuses. He stopped His mind which was on Jairus and focused on her and her health issue.  He saw her and her need as important.  He wanted to help her and make life better for her.

There was no condemnation toward her for taking up His time or changing His plans.  He willingly and loving worked with her.  There was no raking her over the coals.  There was no humbling her and her spirit by demanding an apology.

There was, however, love, respect, compassion, His time, sympathy and understanding shown to her.  He gave her His attention, His love and His time.  That made her feel special and worthwhile.  She could trust Him.  She could go to Him for help.

We learn here what Jesus said to women, He did.  He meant what He said and did it.  He didn’t lie.  He didn’t put women off until it was more convenient for Him, or He had extra time or was done doing what He wanted to do.  He kept His word, His promise.  He was not a hypocrite.
He respected women and spoke truth to them.    Women were not too much trouble to Jesus.
He listened when they spoke to Him.
He was there for them and helped them by meeting their need.

How do you treat women who want or need something from you?
Are they a bother to you?
Are you more important and the activities you have planned more important than a woman?
Is your time just that, your time?
How do you speak to women?
Are you too moody to give a hoot about how they feel or what they want or need?
Do you show compassion and mercy to women?

In JOHN 2:1-8 Jesus is at a wedding with His mother, relatives and friends.  She interrupts Him by wanting Him to drop what He was doing and help others.  He did it. 
How would you have responded when you were among others having fun and your wife wanted you to do something?
Would you make her the butt of your joke because you are embarrassed in front of your friends?
Would you be angry because you were enjoying what you were doing and she interrupted you?
Would you be resentful that you were the one asked to help on a day off?


Jesus sums up our problem with these words:
MARK 7:20-23 “What comes out of a man is what makes him ‘unclean’.  For from within, out of MEN’S HEARTS, come evil thoughts, sexual immorality, theft, murder, adultery, greed, malice (hate), deceit (lying), leudness, envy, slander, arrogance, and folly.  ALL THESE EVILS COME FROM INSIDE AND MAKE A MAN ‘UNCLEAN’.”
Jesus is very clear when He says how we act, think, talk, treat women is a HEART PROBLEM.
In fact, that is why He came to earth.  Mankind needs a new heart to start a brand new way of living.  He needs to be born again.  

What do we do with our hearts which house sin our lives?
Confess to God how you treat women, and why you treat women the way you do.  Be totally open and honest because God already knows what is inside your heart.  He wants you to realize what is inside your heart and get rid of it.
Tell Him how you talk to women.
Tell Him your attitude toward women.

Ask Him to forgive you and change your heart toward women.
Go thru deliverance and learn the ROOT problem of your behavior toward women.
We must get ROOTS out of our hearts so God can begin new growth inside of us.

When did your sinful attitude toward women start?
Why did it start?
Who made you look at women the way you do?
Did you learn to hate women and why?  Who did you see hate women?

If you have injured women with your sinful behavior toward them, go ask them to forgive you.
Ask God to forgive you for how you treat women.
Ask Him to change you, your attitude toward women, your behavior toward them.
Start all over again by imitating Jesus and how He interacted with women.
Ask God to give you respect for women.
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
